In my experience as an audiophile and constructor it has often happened that a feeling of a classy sound stayed with me
for a very long time. Itinvolved almost unlimited dynamics of "horn" speakers, smoothness and liquidity of 300B triode,
transparency of a ribbon speaker, the thump of bass of asolid stat e "power plant", the 3 -- dimensional sound stage
of Italian masters speakers and coherency of vinyl. In reality, almost each hi-end syste m | have auditioned always has
some unique feature, making one kind of music aspect sound excellent but leaving others not quite up to the mark.

It has always been my goal to make a music system that would easily reflect music in an unimpeded manner by simply
linking all the best features of different sound systems into one.

After many years of searching and testing, thanks to the contribution of a very friendly jazz percussionist and businessman,
owner of Kingston Technology Company, the dream eventually came true. The Wing Speaker System came into being.
